Rancho Palmeras gate), by visitors using Google Maps (this service also misdirects visitors and service providers to
the Rancho Palmeras gate) and by resident drivers wishing to reduce or avoid traffic on Highway 111 by using Fairway
Drive to Rancho Palmeras as an entry point to Casa Dorado would all benefit from a decision by the City Council to
allow in/out gate access to Casa Dorado from Rancho Palmeras.

Cycling in Indian Wells along our beautifully maintained roads is a pleasure. The ability to both exit and enter Casa
Dorado on Rancho Palmeras using an entry keypad rather than a gate key when cycling will be great.

Safety and Speeding on Fairway Drive

| had seen findings in Ty Peabody’s IW Views that there were no significant speeding or safety issues found in data collection to
quote, “"According to speed studies, statistically speed is not an issue on Fairway". My living room and bedroom face the street. | hear
people speeding later in the night especially on Friday and Saturday nights. | wonder how they get away with this. In terms of the
data, | wanted to remind folks of the two accidents; on Fairway and El Dorado a driver lost control and hit a palm tree in the park
(before it was completed) and on Indian Wells Lane at Fairway Drive when a driver ran into the gate to the golf course. So want to
make sure everyone understands the speeding problem that is out there and the safety concerns due to that speeding. I'm not sure if
these incidents were included in the data. | only saw one bicycle incident being called out.

Safety for Walkers at El Dorado and Fairway Drive

| walk the neighborhood daily as do many other residents. It's always great to see the same faces out getting exercise. It's always
very stressful getting across Fairway Drive, especially at El Dorado because there is no sidewalk. Because there are already stop
signs there, can we simply paint the road and have a sidewalk?
